Page Setup:  Use .5” margins.  ALIGN THE BOX YOU WILL DRAW WITH THE TOP MARGIN.
[image: image2.emf]Draw a box 5 ½” x 5 ½”. Drag ruler guides to 2.1”, 4.625” and .5.6”  The middle section will be the front of the wrapper.  Be sure to allow for an area that is free of text to overlap the ends for fastening. Tape will be used to fasten the wrapper to the candy.  The dashed line is the overlap area of the folds for taping.
(This layout provides “flap” to overlap to tape wrapper closed.)
Use creative text and graphic designs such as stroke, drop shadow, layer style.  
Text will need to be rotated so the front and back will be read correctly when attached to a candy bar.  Either rotate both back panels or rotate the front panel.
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
