Digital Photo Story Video 
Topic:  Character Education

Objective:  Create a video using still images that illustrates a moral dilemma or character education trait that a student might encounter or experience during the school day. Your pictures must tell a story without words/text. The video may only contain pictures and background music…no title. (Every student creates a video in the video program.)
Guidelines:
· Brainstorm within your group and determine your topic and target audience

· Storyboard the scenario with sketches. The maximum number of frames/pictures is 12.
· Present to your instructor for approval

· Set the stage for your pictures and take pictures (high resolution)

· Upload the images to EACH of the team member’s server accounts in a folder labeled “Digital Photo Story Video”

· Place images in a video editing program.
· Size them to fit the frame
· Time each as necessary to work with your story

· Create music to use in the background to set mood or feel.
· Import music into video editing program and time to the show

· Export your show “Photo Story Video _ Your Name”
