Digital Storyboard Poster Board
Topic:  Character Education

Objective:  Create a Posterboard via storyboard using still images that illustrates a moral dilemma or character education trait that a student might encounter or experience during the school day. Your pictures must tell a story without words/text. The posterboard may only contain pictures and a title.
Guidelines:
· Brainstorm within your group and determine your topic and target audience

· Write your scenario and then storyboard the scenario; each member of the team must prepare a storyboard
· The maximum number of frames/pictures is six—this does not include any titles.
· Present to your instructor for approval

· Set the stage for your pictures and take pictures (high resolution)

· Upload the images to one of the team member’s server account in a folder labeled “Digital Storyboard”

· Using the Print Wizard (right click photos and choose print), print 4x6 cutout prints of the pictures.

· Prepare a poster board displaying your photographs (neatly). You may use only ONE word for a title. Write your names on the back of the poster.
Note:  With the exception of a short title, the project will contain no text or words, 

therefore, the story must clearly be told in pictures.
