FEATHER, MASKING, DESATURATE
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FEATHER 
· Open a photo of choice
· Resize the photo to small enough to print on a 8.5 x 11 paper

· Unlock the layer

· Use the elliptical marquee tool to select area

· Choose the number of pixels to feather.

· Click on select / inverse—or right click and select inverse
· Press the delete key.

Create a border frame using MASKING
· Open a quality image of choice
· Resize the photo to small enough to print on a 8.5 x 11 paper

· Create a Solid Color Layer that contains a mask (Use tool at bottom of Layer Panel and choose Color Layer)
· Click on mask and Invert your Mask (Masking Panel/Invert)
· Set your foreground and background colors to defaults on Toolbar
· Use Paint Brush tool to reveal or conceal the mask to create a border on the Mask Layer.

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Adding color to a B/W image using MASKING
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Open a color image of choice

· Resize the photo small enough to print on a 8.5 x 11 paper

· Duplicate image layer

· Desaturate the new top layer (image/adjustments/desaturate)

· Add a mask to the desaturated layer
· Use your masking features to conceal/reveal the mask to conceal and bring forward color to part of the photo
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
