Unit 2 Photography Assignment (Digital Image)

Framing - Camera Shots and Angles - Assignment
You will practice taking digital camera pictures using the framing techniques studied. 

Directions: Using a digital camera (not your phone), take the following types of pictures. Place them in PowerPoint side by side so that they can be compared. (All images should be clear, focused and well framed.)

Suggestions for Types of Pictures:

· Rule of Thirds – compose a shot applying the “Rule of Thirds” concept – then compose another shot disregarding the “Rule of Thirds” concept.

· Background – Compose a shot with a cluttered background - then compose another shot with uncluttered surroundings. 
· Move in Close – Compose two shots of the same subject. Try one at a distance and one close-up. 

· Vertical ‘vs’ Horizontal – Take a photo of a scenic view in both horizontal and vertical directions.
· Medium Shot: less of a scene. Waste up on a person.
· Long Shot – Contains the full human figure.
· Motion Shot – “Compose for the nose” – Subject must have room to complete the motion.

· Close Up –Head and shoulders of a person
· Extreme Close-up Shot: Example: person’s face, eye; bug on a leaf.

· Low Angle: camera looks up at the subject

· High Angle: camera looks down on the subject.

· Nose Profile Shot: Create a shot using what you learned about nose profile shots.

Guidelines and Restrictions:
· You may use special effects on your camera, i.e. b/w, sepia; however, limit the effects to two images.

· Avoid images of copy-protected material, i.e. trademarks or logos. Example: you may take a photo of a basketball, but make sure that the brand name or logo is not showing.

· You may NOT crop or edit the images in your presentation.
