Using PowerPoint/Photoshop 
Patriotic Layered Images w/Opacity
Directions: The theme of your images is patriotism. You may make the assignment a tribute to a particular historical event, the military, or other American event.
Requirements for Types of Pictures:

· Slides: 
· Make 8-10 “flag” images 
· Each image must contain a background of the U.S. flag (images on server)
· Each image must contain an appropriate transparent overlay of a patriotic image. Each image must be cropped appropriately.

Tips and suggestions:
· Use Photoshop to create layered images
· Make a Folder on your account: called Patriotic Slideshow (in Digital Media Folder)
· Open Photoshop

· Open a “Flag” image from the server or find one on the web

· Resize Image to be 10 x 7.5 inches
· File/Place “Patriotic” image 
· Crop “Patriotic” image (use magic wand or lasso tools & eraser… you may also want to create a temporary third solid color layer to help you crop edges neatly)
· Resize “Patriotic” image as needed (use Edit/Free Transform)

· Use opacity on the layering palette to change transparency

· Move patriotic image where it needs to be on flag background

· Save as JPEG (on your Local Disk D: Drive)
· Do this 8-10 times using different flag backgrounds and different patriotic images. Save all of them in your Patriotic Slideshow folder on Local Disk D:

	Opacity
	Opacity is used on all images
	Opacity is used on all but 1-2 images.

	Cropping
	All foreground images are neatly cropped.
	All but 1 foreground image is neatly cropped.
	All but 2 foreground image is neatly cropped.
	More than 2 foreground images are NOT neatly cropped.

	File Type and Saved Location
	All images are saved as JPEGs on the Local Disk D:
	All images are saved, but are in the wrong format and must be converted to JPEG; saved to Local Disk D:
	Images aren’t saved properly and can’t be located. Images had to be redone which delayed the project completion.
