Restaurant Table Tent – InDesign Project
You have been hired to prepare a table tent for your favorite restaurant (real or fictional).  Using InDesign create a table tent, using the examples below for reference/ideas.  

This project should be saved as Table Tent and printed in color on card stock paper.

· Each side of the tent will be different.

· Create a minimum of two styles for text.

· A background image should be used on each side of the tent.

· On one side, include a price list with leader tabs or item descriptions (at least 4) as illustrated below.

· Include complex document features—drop cap, stroke, opacity, scale, rotation, etc.

· Be sure all text can be read.

· Proofread and correct—NO SPELLING ERRORS ALLOWED!
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Set your Paper Size to 3.75” wide by 11” tall
Printers:  Our printers will not print to the edge of the page, so place your document inside the page borders--.25” is as close to the edge of the page as the printers will print. You will cut out your tent, resulting in the “bleed” effect.
Guides: Set a ruler guide at 2 3/8”, 6 1/8”, and 9 7/8” from the top horizontal ruler and do not place anything above the top guide or below the bottom guide. Display panels will be 3.75” tall; leaving 2 3/8” (2.375) at the top for the base and 1 1/8” (1.125) at the bottom for the base. The top square panel will need to be flipped 180 degrees (upside-down).

Print on card stock. Only print on one side of the paper, and then fold the finished product to create the tent. Tape the edges together as shown above.

Write your name and class section on the blank inside of your tent.  
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
