Step 3:  Put your data files on BHS Media/Photoshop Lesson/(Folder with your name)

Step 4:  Create a handout with Step-by-step instructions. Make copies of your handout and handout to the class on the day you teach the lesson.
Step 5: Come up an assignment for the students so they may applying the principles you taught to the class and distribute the assignment to students the day you teach.

In the classroom as a teacher…
Step 6: Demonstrating to class the steps and principles contained in the lesson. It is your responsibility to make sure you know how to do the lesson.

Step 7: Assign the students a lesson and hand out assignment sheets.
