· You are to create a ticket for an event of your choice—athletic event, concert, play, etc.  Refer to the diagram below for guidance.

· In InDesign create a one page document with .5 inch margins on all sides.

· Create a rectangle 4.25 inches wide and 2.25 inches high.  (If you prefer, you can create your ticket taller than wide—4.25 inches high and 2.25 inches wide).
· YOUR TICKET MUST HAVE A STUB w DASHED LINE
· Be sure to provide all necessary information—date, time, place and PRICE.  The stub should contain the TICKET NUMBER, seating location (section, row, and seat number)
· Graphic(s) are optional.

· Save as TICKET.  
· (This ticket could be grouped, copied and pasted to fill the page with multiple tickets).
· PRINT. 

· Write your name on the back of the ticket.
