	Analog

	Video Capture: the conversion of an analog signal into a digital format

	Requires:
	a special device:  internal video capture card, external video capture device (Dazzle), IEEE (firewire) connection


	Video Terms


	Footage
	Videotape created with a camcorder

	Panning
	Horizontal rotation of the camera during a shot

	Tilting
	Vertical rotation of the camera during a shot

	Zooming
	The ability to bring an object closer or move away from an object

	Script


	The narration or dialogue in the video; can be recorded with the video or a voice overlay added later

	Storyboard
	Hand-drawn sketches which represent the layout of a multimedia project

	
	

	Cables

	USB
	Universal serial bus;  a standard port for connecting external devices to a computer

	Firewire


	A high-speed data connection frequently used to connect digital camcorders to computers.  Both the camera and the computer must have firewire ports.  Also known as an IEEE cable.  Pronounced “I- triple E”

	S-Video


	Type of video connection that separates the chrominance (color) and luminance black & white) to increase the quality of the picture 

	Composite Video


	Type of video connection that combine the color and B/W as a single signal to transmit the data; Uses RCA cables—yellow (video), red & white (stereo audio).
